In 1985, Rotary International created 
PolioPlus – a program to immunize all the 
world’s children against polio. To date, the 
PolioPlus program has contributed more 
than US$500 million to the protection 
of more than two billion children in 
122 countries. By the time the world is 
certified polio-free, Rotary’s contributions 
will exceed US$600 million. These funds 
are providing much needed polio vaccine, 
operational support, medical personnel, 
laboratory equipment and educational 
materials for health workers and parents. 
With its community-based network worldwide, 
Rotary is the volunteer arm of the global 
partnership dedicated to eradicating polio. 
Rotary volunteers assist in vaccine delivery, 
social mobilization and logistical help in 
cooperation with the national health ministries, 
the World Health Organization (WHO), 
UNICEF, and the U.S. Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention. 
PolioPlus is one of the most ambitious 
humanitarian undertakings made 
by a private entity ever. It will serve 
as a paradigm for private/public 
collaborations in the fight against disease 
well into the future.
