members from the same Club to receive the
same award is astronomical. But that is what
happened to the Rotary Club of San Carlos,
California, USA.

Both Forbes King and James
McGovern, members of the 36-club, 2200-
member District 5150, represent all the best
qualities and attributes of the prototype
Rotarian. They have each dedicated a
substantial part of their adult life supporting
the cause of Rotary. As a result they, and
unbelievably, four others, were honored
at the District 5150 Conference on April
22,2006. District Governor Holly Axtell
was beaming with pride that evening as she
handed out the awards.

Jim, is a Belmont Rotarian with over
37 years perfect attendance, and became an
honorary member of the San Carlos Rotary
club several years ago; we have claimed him
as one of our own. During Jim’s 37 years
of Rotary service he twice was the Club’s
President. He was an Assistant District
Governor recently and he had been chairman
of a Rotary Scholarship fundraiser that
brought in $250,000.

Jim, who is affectionately known as
“Grizzly” or the “Griz” earned his Service
Above Self Award as a result of a sudden,
personal, family tragedy. Jim, and his wife,
Clare’s grandson Benjamin was diagnosed
with a rare form of leukemia in 1998 when
he was 21/2 years old. He died in his
parent’s arms only 65 days later.

Jim McGovern wanted to honor the
life of his young grandson. In 2004 with the

help of the Rotary Club of Belmont, Jim
organized Walking for Ben, an event that
raised over $225,000 for the Leukemia &
Lymphoma Society.

But that was just the beginning!
Since Ben’s death, the “Walking for Ben”
fundraiser had raised over $780,000. NFL
Hall-of-Famer Bill Walsh agreed to be the
event’s Honorary Chair. And in 2005 there
were two “Light the Night” walks to raise
funds and honor the memory of young
Benjamin McGovern.

The McGoverns have donated all
the money they raised to the Leukemia
& Lymphoma Society in the belief that
the fundraising done in Ben’s name will
someday prevent the death of thousands
of other children. When people ask Jim
McGovern how long he’ll continue to hold

“Walking for Ben”, his response is always:
“Until there’s a cure.”
Long Live The King

At 94 years young Forbes King is
truly the model we all seek to be in our
dedication, spirit, accomplishment and
longevity.

Forbes is a tireless worker for youth
and the disadvantaged. Joining volunteer
service in 1976 to “do something local and
have some fun”, Forbes discovered his free
time could be put to use “getting active and
helping others.”

As a Rotarian, Forbes has been a
member with 100% perfect attendance for the
past 22 years. He was the Club’s president
in 1990/1991; and he was District Governor
Representative in 1991/92. He is a Paul
Harris Fellow, and a Benefactor.

Forbes started and managed Rotary’s
Children’s Immunization Program for pre-
school children. Always looking for ways to
help children, he has also tutored through the
Healthy School Project. For the Children’s
Fund, his hands-on efforts of collecting toys
and money from all over the county during the
holidays for abused and neglected children has
become a fulltime effort.

In addition to his selfless dedication
to Rotary, Forbes was San Carlos Citizen of
the Year in 2000. He and his wife, Julie, have
been married for 55 years. by Terry Wilson
