She was newly
married with a promising career

as an assistant to the professor of
veterinary medicine at Baghdad
University. But that fateful day left
her a widow and without means of
support.

“ Baghdad University is not
handicap accessible,” explains
Hope Cassidy, a Greeley club
member and director of the Greeley
Center for Independence where
Thigeel receives treatment.

Therapists at the Colorado facility
are donating services through
November when her visa expires,
working to maximize Thigeel’s
muscle tone in the lower body
while healing the emotional
wounds she suffered.

She also works with Paula Cowen,
a disabled veterinarian employed
